The Hot Rods in the AL and the Bishops in the NL increased their already big leads in both divisions.  The only hope for the rest of the teams is to derail the leaders now that we are starting intraleague play.  

In the Senior Circuit, Eddie Mathews of the Bishops leads with a .335 BA while Hank Aaron of the Elephants has 24 dingers and Bill Monbuquette of the Bishops leads with 13 victories.  In the AL, Willie Mays has a sizzling .363 BA while Frank Robinson of the Hot Rods leads with 24 homers and the amazing Glen Hobbie of the Rods leads with 13 wins.  
The Cruisers took three of five from the last place Lions with the rubber game going ten innings. Gordon Jones posted both Lion victories accompanied by two Don McMahon saves.  The Aces won four of five from the woeful Wabash Rivers but three of the games were decided by one run.  The Aces had only two homers in the series which were all pitching duels.  However, when the Hornets came to town they won six of seven from Goshen.  Warren Spahn won two games and Rossville held Goshen to a pitiful .225 team BA in the series.  In the twelve home games, Roy Sievers belted three homers and Harvey Kuenn hit a torrid .387 and Bob Purkey posted three wins and a microscopic 1.67 ERA.  
Despite a 10-2 road record, the Hornets were only able to post a mediocre 5-7 home record and were unable to make any headway in cutting the Hot Rod’s lead which stood at ten games at month end.  The Portland Beavers had an excellent 15-9 record in July but were still twelve games out when the curtain went down on the month.  The scored two runs in the bottom of the 9th to nip the Aces 2-1.  Game Three went 12 innings with the winning run scoring on a costly error by Harvey Kuenn.  Swingman Wynn Hawkins tossed a five-hit shutout in the final game of the series to salvage a 2-3 series from the Beavers.  In the opening game of the series with the Rivers, the teams left a combined 20 men on base but Wabash came out with a 4-3 win.  Tony Kubek slammed a two-run PH homer in the tenth inning to win Game Five.  The close games continued in the finale as the Rivers scored two runs in the top of the 11th but Portland rallied for three in the bottom of the frame to pull out a victory.  

The Elephants scored a 5-3 victory in the opening game of the series against the Hornets but then the pitching staff fell apart and they lost the last four.  In Game Four of the Gladiator series, Big Klu, Ted Kluszewski, slammed three homers and knocked in six runs to lead Evanston to a 15-3 laugher.  In the away series with the Glads, Ernie Broglio tossed a one-hit shutout.  The Surfers rallied for four runs in the bottom of the 9th to nip the Lions 10-9 on June 9th. The Lions pounded the Frankfort “Fartless” 17-8 on June 15th.
